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Roger Stevens is a poet, author and musician. He has had over 200 poems for
children published in anthologies. His solo collections include Why Otters Don’t

verse-novel for teenagers, The Journal of Danny Chaucer (Poet) (Orion), was broadcast by Roger on BBC Radio 4 as the Afternoon Play in 2003. He is a
member of the Poetry Society’s poetry class initiative, and founder of the
children’s publishing website Poetryzone.
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James Carter, along with his guitar Keith, is one of the liveliest and quirkiest children’s poets around. His work has been included in over 40 anthologies and

won widespread critical acclaim. James’ poem 'The Dark' won the Raymond

Wilson Poetry Prize in 2001 and was read out on CBBC (BBC2) in 2005, where it featured as 'scarey poem of the week'.  James’ enthusiasm for writing has led him

to write several teachers’ guides.  He also lectures in creative writing and children’s literature at the University of Reading.
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
